On sheet A-6.2 at section 4 provide footing under fire wall. See Structural.
Thicken slabs should be under all metal stud walis at the perimeter also,
their are no CMU foundations under any interior metal stud walls.
Clarification:

Remove the word crush stone and replace with porous fili on the

foundation slab note on all wall sections on sheets A-7.2, A-7.3, A-7.4,
and A-7.5
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E. Clarification:

The ceiling height for all corridors and the Public square 152 area has a
ceiling height of 8-4.” Also, all corridor walls shall extend 12" beyond the
ceiling and be provided metal bracing as required.
